This is a summary of how our school delivers music education to all our pupils across three areas – curriculum music, co-curricular provision and musical experiences – and what changes we are planning in future years. This information is to help pupils and parents or carers understand what our school offers and who we work with to support our pupils’ music education.

This is about what we teach in lesson time, how much time is spent teaching music and any music qualifications or awards that pupils can achieve.
	· We have a full 2-year programme that is updated/changed yearly (if needed) – depending upon the year group/class configurations for each academic year.
· Our children receive an hour of quality music teaching per week.
· We use the Norfolk online planning/teaching programme (Charanga)-  which is built around the Model Music Curriculum and is informed by the non-statutory National Curriculum guidance.
· Children sing daily during whole school worship and regularly in class as part of MFL (French) lessons and in support of other subject learning.
· We also prepare termly songs for use in our school church services – a selection sung by all and others performed by individual classes.
· As part of the music curriculum, the children play a range of instruments through their time at school.  Each Reception class has its own box of EYFS instruments. Each school has a well-stocked instrument trolley and we have 3 class sets of instruments (recorders, ukuleles and glockenspiels) that are rotated between our 3 schools termly, to support weekly music lessons.  EYFS classes will also have a music station consisting of buckets, pans, pots, wooden spoons etc.
· Year 4 children have a term of specialist ensemble music teaching (provided via NMH), leading to a performance (djembe drums, steel pans, samba drums etc.).
· Termly music assessments are completed by all teachers, covering the 7 key areas of learning in music.
· Each class records their learning in a music portfolio.

This is about opportunities for pupils to sing and play music, outside of lesson time, including choirs, ensembles and bands, and how pupils can make progress in music beyond the core curriculum.
	· Ensemble music lessons Year 4.
· Christmas performances.
· UKS2 summer performance and year 6 leavers assembly.
· Opportunities for individual/small group music lessons are offered annually. 
· Via Charanga (and Yumu) – all pupils have access to music online at home – to explore composition, instrument tuition and learning programmes allocated to their class.


Part C: Musical experiences
This is about all the other musical events and opportunities that we organise, such as singing in assembly, concerts and shows, and trips to professional concerts.
	· Christmas and end of year performances.
· Preforming during worship and regular pupil led Children’s Worship.
· To watch/interact with live musical performances via zoom – Classic Music Rocks and NMH monthly online performances.  This can include singing along with performers, providing backing vocals, using actions etc. and asking questions via the “chat box” (2023-24 x10 performances)
Recordings of monthly NMH performances are available.
· Visiting musical performances in school - developing links with local high school music department, local youth ensembles and via dedicated organisations such as CMR.
· Visits to West Acre Theatre – twice yearly.
