Activity 2. Take a handful of 30 beads/pasta shells/counters you have around the house. Close your eyes and ask an adult to take a small handful of the counters and drop them in front of you (away from the other pile of counters). Have a go at recognising the total of counters in front of you in as quick amount of time as possible. (Parents: this activity will help your child’s counting and fluency skills). As an extra challenge: how many counters are in the other pile now that you know how many counters are in front of you. Could you draw a bar model to show the two parts making 30?
