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Reception
English: Watch the video (https://www.youtube.com/watch?v=2kUMAA9yZgk) and have a think about each of these pictures and the questions next to them.

Can you draw a picture of the animal in the video? What type of animal do you think it is?  
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Maths: O’clock 
Watch this video up to 0:53 (the video then moves on to other times on the clock) to show times of O’Clock. https://www.youtube.com/watch?v=RBvmO7NgUp0
Or this video: https://open.online.clickview.co.uk/libraries/categories/26204561/videos/13078019/analogue-clocks-telling-time-to-o-clock (can be watched all the way through). There are some activities attached to the video too. 
I’ve attached an O’Clock powerpoint to help explain what the two different hands are for if your child is still a little wobbly. 

Activity: Draw clock faces showing different o’clock times and lay out in front of your child. 
Ask your child to find a particular time in front of you and see if they can find the correct one! 

You could even tell them a story which involves times so that they can find the right clock for each event, like: At 6 oclock, I sit down and have my dinner. (The child then needs to find the time). 
Topic: Environment, Weather & Climate

Key definitions: ‘Environment’ means the world around us. It can refer to just the place we live or the whole world.

Weather: ‘Weather’ is all about whether it is hot, cold, rainy, sunny or snowy.

Climate: ‘Climate’ is the weather in an area over a long time.

There are lots of different types of weather, and luckily for us in the United Kingdom, we don’t often get to experience all of them because some can be very dangerous. We are forecasted (this means predicted) some lovely warm weather this week but it’s not always like that in England. 
Update: As of Sunday 10th May 2020, the weather forecast has changed to a variety of different weathers this week.  
Can you find out the types of weather we tend to get in: January, June, October and December? Compare this to Tobago, do you notice a difference? 

Let’s get making: Have a go at making a rain gauge (this is how we measure rain fall). Keep it outside and then when it does rain you can measure how much it has rained! https://www.sciencekids.co.nz/projects/raingauge.html 

Keep a diary: Keep a diary of the weather using the attachment. 
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
