	Addition and Subtraction

Today’s Focus: Number Bonds

Adults: In order for children to quickly solve maths questions, number bonds need to be learnt off by heart! The children should all be confident with number bonds to 10, so 6 + 4 = 10 and 9 + 1 = 10 etc) so they will be able to use these facts to add numbers to 20.

Star Jumps Number Bonds: 
Hide the numbers 1 to 10 with two number 5s around the house (1,2,3,4,5,5,6,7,8,9,10). 
The children need to find the two number pairs which make ten, when they bring them back to you they must do 10 star jumps to represent the total. Continue until all their pairs are found! 

Tens frames: [image: Printable Ten Frames - HelpingWithMath.com] are really useful if your child is a little wobbly (we use them regularly at school), use two different colours to represent the two numbers to show that the whole tens frame is full once the two numbers are inside: [image: Tens Frames & Counter Set Student] (This is an example although these tens frames don’t show number bonds to 10- I did look but couldn’t find a number bond example with two colours, sorry!)

Have a go at the Number Bond cards attached to see if you’ve nailed number bonds!
