Share the Squash!
(Adults: This activity would work really well with lots of different sized measurements of liquid, so if you have a selection of different sized containers please fill them with squash or coloured water). 
The aim of the game is to share the squash equally between 2 people (using clear cups for each person is a good idea). The children will need to practise their pouring skills (sorry for any mess!) and make sure each person gets an equal amount.
