Reading Two Syllable words

Practise clapping to one syllable words – model one clap for each of these words (it would be a great idea to show the objects too) cup, shoe, clock, tea, tree

Then model clapping to words with two syllables: coffee (co-ffee), table (ta-ble), sofa (so-fa). Ask your child to find another example in the house. Encourage them to clap the sounds. 

Then have a go at reading these two syllable words – encourage your child to split the word into two parts – by clapping the syllables first.
