Sharing 

You have a basket of 24 apples. You have 3 friends with you (so that’s 4 people altogether). How many apples would you each get? 

There are 2 full quiches which are each cut into 6 pieces. How many pieces would you each get of the quiche? Is it possible for you each to have the same number of slices? 


Sorting

There are 12 apples. They can be red or green. Show me the ways the apples could be sorted.

e.g. 5 red and 7 green. 


Patterns
Have a go at sorting the apples into repeating patterns. There are 12 apples, 6 of them are red and 6 are green. See if you can create 2 different patterns!

Measuring
Mr Grinling’s basket is only able to carry 1kg of food. Weigh some foods you have in your kitchen to see what foods he is able to carry in there without it toppling into the sea!


	Topic
	Today’s task is to have a go at creating your own string system to recreate the lighthouse and the house on the mainland! You could even design your own story where someone might need something being given to them and have a go at creating that too!
